Qovereign Grace ls for Abounding, But What ¢ 1?7
» What does Sovereign mean?

The Triune God is the only One who rightfully rules over everything in the universe for His glory, due to the fact He is the
Creator of everything and is perfectly holy in His character. Romans 11:33-36; 1 Corinthians 8:5-6; 15:20-28

» What does Grace mean?

This sovereign God rules over everything in the universe He created in a way that not only brings Him glory but is also for the

ultimate good of all creation, including His most prized creation—male and female in His image—who have chosen to rebel
against His perfect character and His gracious rule.

Common grace is God freely taking the initiative to allow undeserving rebels to continue to live and enjoy the goodness of His
character and His creation even though they continue to reject Him and live in rebellion.

Saving grace is God freely taking the initiative in saving out of all these undeserving rebels some whom He calls through the
gospel to be His witnesses and to do His work, having given to them both the desire and the ability to be and do these things.
