1. Culture’s Uiew of a Blessed Life Is Centered on One’s ABUNDANCE!

I said to myself, “Come now, I will test you with pleasure to find out what is good.”
~King Solomon, Ecclesiastes 2:1

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be filled.

Blessed are the merciful, for they obtain mercy.

Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.

Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God.

Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

A Blessed Life Is:
» A blessed life is independent of CIRCUMSTANCES.

» A blessed life is related to a RIGHT relationship with God.

» A blessed life is meant to be a PRESENT yet future reality.
