After completing the work on their first missionary journey, Paul and Barnabas
gathered the church together and gave a “MISSION REPORT”.

to Pamphylia. Now when they had preached the word
in Perga, they went down to Attalia. From there they
sailed to Antioch, where they had been commended
to the grace of God for the work which they had
completed. And when they had come and gathered
the church together, they reported all that God had
done with them, and that He had opened the door of
faith to the Gentiles. So they stayed there a long
time with the disciples. Acts 14:26-28
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Three Observations

=» Paul and Barnabas RETURNED to the Church at Antioch “where they had been
commended to the grace of God”.

=» Paul and Barnabas REPORTED to the Church at Antioch “all that God had done with
them” in getting the Gospel to everyone everywhere.

=» Paul and Barnabas RECONNECTED with the Church at Antioch “staying there a long
time”.

Mission Report

1. Evangelism: Disciples Were MADE with the Gospel!
