The Great Conspiracy 
 

Ø The soldiers told the Jewish leaders the TRUTH about what happened the 
day Jesus rose from the tomb. vs. 11 

 
 
 
 
 
Ø The Jewish leaders tell the soldiers to spread LIES that the disciples stole 

Jesus’ body from the tomb. vs. 12-15 
 
 
 
 
 

What Should’ve Happened and What Did Happen 
 

The Jewish leaders should’ve confessed Jesus as Savior and Lord, 
but instead they continued to rebel against the risen King. 

 
 
 
 
 
2. Jesus Christ Gives the Great COMMISSION to Advance

Ø The community of the commission is the DISCIPLES of Jesus. vs. 16-17 
 
 
 
 
 
Ø The authority for the commission is the RULE of Jesus. vs. 18 
 
 
 
 
 
Ø The goal of the commission is to MAKE DISCIPLES of Jesus. vs. 19-20a 
 
 
 
 
 
Ø The promise in the commission is the PRESENCE of Jesus. vs. 20b
