God’s Word Is Too Powerful to Resist 
 

1. God’s Word BRIDGES the Gap Between Him and Us. 
 

“For as the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return there without watering the earth…So will My word be which goes forth from My 
mouth…”  (vv. 10-11) 
 
Hebrews 1:1-2; John 1:1, 14 

 
 
 
 
2. God’s Word Is the SEED that Brings Forth Life in Our Hearts. 

 

“For as the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return there without watering the earth and making it bear and sprout, and furnishing 
seed to the sower and bread to the eater; so will My word be which goes forth from My mouth; it will not return to Me empty…without succeeding…” (vv. 10-11)

Ø We are to be HEARERS that listen carefully to God speaking to us through His Word in order to obey it. 
 
 
Ø We are to be EATERS that feed on and delight in the Bread of Life. 
 
 
Ø We are to be SOWERS that share the life-giving seed with the lost. 

 
 

God’s Word is too powerful to resist in the life of a TRULY born-again believer!

3. God’s Word Is SOVEREIGN in Fulfilling His Purpose. 
 

So will My word be which goes forth from My mouth; it will not return to Me empty, without accomplishing what I desire, and without succeeding in the

5. God’s Sovereign Plan Still Takes TIME. 
 
 

Be Patient and Remain Steadfast! 
 

Be patient, therefore, brothers…See how the farmer waits for the precious fruit of the earth, being patient about it, until it receives the early and 
the late rains. You also, be patient…As an example of suffering and patience, brothers, Take the prophets who spoke in the name of the Lord. 

Behold, we consider those blessed who remained steadfast. You have heard of the steadfastness of Job, and you have seen the purpose of 
the Lord, how the Lord is compassionate and merciful.
