God Sings, You Sing 
 

1. God Promises a Triumphant SALVATION In His Name! 
 
 
Salvation in the Lord’s Name 
 

Ø God will REDEEM Gentile nations so they will call upon the name of the 
Lord in united and universal worship (vs. 9-10). 

 
 
 
Ø God will RENEW Israel’s remnant so they will seek refuge in the name of 

the Lord as a holy and humble community (vs. 11-13). 
 
 
 

The Best Is Yet to Come! 
 

God’s promises will be fulfilled ultimately in the NEW JERUSALEM, 
where His presence will rule with His people in His place. 

 
And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, 

prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from the 
throne saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man. He will dwell with them, 

and they will be his people, and God Himself will be with them as their God. He will 
wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall there 
be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things have passed away.”

Ø Israel will be RESTORED and praised among all the peoples of the earth

God AFFIRMS that what He has promised will come to fruition; 
He will make it happen and no one or no thing can stop Him. 

That’s hope through the darkness.
