How Does God MAKE His Name Holy on Earth as It Is in Heaven?
Revelation 11:15-18; 15:1-5; 19:1, 5-6, 11-16; 20:1-6; 21:1-8; 22:3-5

His name will be holy on earth as it is in heaven when
His Kingdom COMES on earth as it in heaven!

What Is God’s Kingdom and How Will He Cause It to Come?
1. The ETERNAL Kingdom in Heaven — Psalms 145:13; 103:19; 1 Chronicles 29:11; Psalms 135:6-10

2. The PROMISED / PROGRESSIVELY REVEALED Kingdom on Earth

e Blessed at Creation. Genesis 1:.26-28

e  Cursed at the Fall. Genesis 3:15

e Promised to Israel. Genesis 12; 15; 17; Deuteronomy 30:1-10; 2 Samuel 7:8-16

Offered by Christ and Rejected by Israel at His First Coming. Matthew 4:17; 21:43; 23:37-39

e Received by the Church as a Mystery. Colossians 1:13-14; Mt. 13:10-11; 8:11-12

3. The COMING / FULLY REALIZED Kingdom on Earth as it is in Heaven 1 Corinthians 15:23-28

e Restored to Israel at His Second Coming for a MILLENNIUM. Revelation 3:21; 20:4-15

e Fulfilled for all believers after the final judgment in the New Creation FOREVER. Revelation 21:5-8; 22:3-5

Implications for Biblical PROPHECY

1. The kingdom has NOT YET come on earth as it is in heaven.

2. We live in the “NOW-Not Yet” of the kingdom. Luke 17:20-21; Colossians 1:12-14; Hebrew 2:5-13; 2Timothy 4:1, 18; 1 John 3:2-3

Many kingdom prophecies have “now” been partially fulfilled in the 1st Coming of the King and the mystery of the Church.
Many kingdom prophecies have “not yet” been fully fulfilled at the 2nd Coming of the King for the nation of Israel.

Implications for Daily PRAYER
“Your Kingdom Come” Is Not Just a Declaration; It’s Also a Petition.

Our prayers ADVANCE God'’s kingdom program and fulfill biblical prophecy!
Revelation 5:8-10; 6:9-11; 8:1-6

Implications for Daily PURSUITS: Persevere in repenting, preparing, and praying.
