The Treasure Principle 
 

Go ahead and store up treasures for yourself; just make sure 
you store it up in the RIGHT PLACE. 

 
 
 
 
 

The Treasure Principle Explained 
 

1. Do Not Store Up Treasures on EARTH! 
 
“Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and 

where thieves break in and steal.”  ~Jesus, Matthew 6:19 NIV 
 
 

The Reason 
 

Treasures stored up on earth will be LOST. 
 

Prov. 23:4-5, 2Peter 3:10 
 
 
 
Be Careful Where Your Treasures Reside 
 

Ø Treasures on earth are PERISHABLE. 
 
 
 
Ø Treasures on earth are VULNERABLE. 
 
 
 

Jesus’ Warning Clarified 
 

Jesus does not FORBID financial planning or joyful living on earth, but He 
does warn against greed, love of money, and selfish accumulation of stuff.

2. Do Store Up Treasures in HEAVEN! 
 
“But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moth and rust do not destroy, 

and where thieves do not break in and steal.”  ~Jesus, Matthew 6:20 NIV 
 
 

The Reason 
 

Treasures stored up in heaven will LAST.
